Conservation Plant Sale
Yes it’s that time of year again!

The goals of the District are to offer plants for sale to land owners for controlling erosion; wind/sound breaks, bird/wildlife food/shelter/nesting sites, evergreens that are ideal for growing your own Christmas trees, fruits for your own use, starting a business, or for making the natural world more enjoyable.  We are able to offer these trees, shrubs, and plants at these excellent prices because we buy in large quantity.  The plant sale is also our major fund-raiser, so it enables us to provide needed conservation services to all who live and use the land in Strafford County (749-3037).

The best way to maximize your planting success is to match the right plant with the right soil.  Soil testing is a good way of finding out what you may need to do to prepare for planting.  Soil test kits are available from agricultural supply stores and the UNH Cooperative Extension (749-4445).

THE FOLLOWING ARE RECOMMENDATIONS FOR THE BEST RESULTS FOR PLANTING:

Keep unplanted trees cool, moist, and out of direct sunlight before planting, or heel-in (dig a trench on the shady side of a building and placing the roots of the plants in the trench, then fill the soil back in).

Keeping the roots moist at all times (a warm, dry wind takes only a minute to dry out root hairs).

Making holes deep & large enough to ensure that all tree roots are not crowded, upturned, or exposed.  It is better to prune off the ends of the roots then wrap them around in the hole or fold them over.

Place tree so that the soil covers the root collar by not more then ½”. (Don’t cover the graft of fruit trees)

Resolve to give your plants good care, especially the first year.

Please let us know if you have suggestions for other plants you would like; some of the additions each year come from past requests.

The District will not be responsible for stock once removed from the pick-up location.

Refund policy: The District will not be responsible for any plants not picked up on the delivery date.  The District reserves the right to substitute plants of like species or adjustments in # for size changes or refund money if ordered plants become unavailable.
Stock comes in……….

Container grown stock.
100% of the tree’s root mass will be transplanted.  They are easy to maintain prior to planting!  No cold storage, heeling in or special treatment is required – just regular watering.  Containerized stock are sized by dimensions of the pot in inches, quart or gallon size.



Bare Root Stock comes without soil and should be planted as soon as possible.  The roots need to be kept moist (not submerged in water) until planting.  Plants should be kept cool and out of direct sunlight until planting or heeling in.  We dip bare rootstock in a gel that helps protect the roots and keep them moist, the gel can be used as a moisture holding amenity to the soil when planting (you do not need to rinse it off).

(2)

A Seedling is a plant, which has been grown entirely in its original seedbed.  A (2) seedling is a 2-year-old plant; bare root seedlings are economical, easy to plant and handle, and a favorite for large-scale plantings.  The use of a planting bar (found under Misc.) works well for large-scale plantings.

(2-1)
A Transplant (2-1) is a 3-year-old plant that was

transplanted at 2 years.  Bare root transplants are especially appealing to those landowners where a small quantity of trees are needed and appearance is a major consideration.  Transplants usually have a better planting success rate because of their superior root systems, stem size, and branching.

(Con.) Conservation grade plant has a good root system, stem size & health but may not be symmetrical in its growth.

Strafford County goes from zone 5 to zone 4 in the upper 1/3.  Zone 4 plants can handle colder temp. then zone 5.  The “N” means that the plant is native to Strafford County.

FRUIT TREES 

Trees come bare root & are 5/8 branched stem about 5 ft tall.  Soil should be tested & lime applied as needed to raise the pH to 6.5. (Strafford County pH is normally more acidic)  Plant 12’ to 15’ apart & plant so the graft union is 2-3” above the soil surface.

APPLES: On dwarfing rootstock. Plant 2 varieties for cross-pollination. (Emla7 is most widely planted semi-dwarf to 15’, hardy)(Emla111 is taller semi-dwarf with no support needed)(Bud 9 is full dwarf) (Bud 118 is a taller semi-dwarf good for dry, sandy soils in low temp.climates)

ALBEMARLE PIPPIN: (Emla 7) Late season antique, excellent quality green-yellow M-L fruit. Stores 6 months 

CRIMSON TOPAZ: (Emla7)  Crisp, juicy, medium dessert apple.  Vigorous and upright.  Disease resistant and early to mature.  Fruit will not drop.

HONEY CRISP (bud 9), midseason, crisp, juicy, sweet orange-red fruit with outstanding winter hardiness.

MARSHALL MAC: (Bud 9) Early, intense red, tart, spicy flavor.  Good for eating and cooking.

ROYAL COURT (Emla 7) Mid-season, Red Cortland strain that is superior to other Cortlands.

SMOKEHOUSE (Emla7), Traditional Amish apple welcome in every home. A favorite for pies & sauce.  Ripens in Sept. and keeps well in storage. 

CRABAPPLES:
All have fruit that hold into winter for birds & Wildlife and are a preferred food of the gray catbird, downy woodpecker, robin, and evening grosbeak.  Nesting location for the ruby-throated hummingbird, eastern kingbird, blue jay, mocking bird, robin, orchard oriole, cardinal

CHERRIES: 

SWEET: BLACK GOLD:A dark red sweet cherry.  Trees are late blooming, produces firm, good sized fruit. 

SOUR: Balaton- Red cherry from Eastern Europe.  Extremely wet soil causes problems.  Variety superb for pies, preserves, juice, add sugar, sweeter and larger than Montmogomery, freezes well. Winter hardy.
NECTARINE: 

REDGOLD: self fruiting, crack-resistant is a very good late maturing with freestone & rich red blush over yellow flesh. Ability to hold fireness makes for excellent storage
PEAR: Must plant 2 varieties 

GOLDEN RUSSET: Vigorous tree with long, uniform fruit.  Flavor similar to traditional Bosc. 
RED CLAPP’S FAVORITE: Very hardy, good quality large, red skin with russet speckles. Ripens in mid-
Aug. & susceptible to fire blight. PH 6.5

PEACH: 

GARNET BEAUTY: A “Redhaven” type ripening about 12 days early.  High Quality, firm, and freestone when fully ripe.Vigorous & productive tree for colder locations.

MADISON: mid-season Med-large of exceptional flavor with golden skin. Considered the most winter hardy.

RELIANCE: Bright red over yellow skin color, sweet yellow medium to large fruit.  Stone doesn’t cling to flesh, small pit, harvest mid August.  Winter hardy up to -25º. 
PLUM: 

GREEN GAGE (euro): Self fertile, yel-gre, very rich flavor, is ideal dessert plum. Tend to be biennial.

PRESIDENT (euro): Large, dark blue freestone plum with attractive orange flesh.  Cross pollination with Stanley recommended.
STANLEY (purple): Mid-season medium to large dark blue prune type fruit with juicy yel-gre. flesh, very sweet 

SMALL FRUITS & ROOTS

BLUEBERRIES: Vaccinium corymbosum Blueberries are a preferred food for Canada goose, turkey, spruce grouse, common flicker, hermit thrush, eastern bluebird, yellow-breasted chat, and orchard oriole.  
BLUECROP: Ripens mid-season, good quality, upright, large fruit clusters. Needs rich organic matter. Good for shoreland 

BLUE RAY: midseason, vigorous & tall.  Large, highly flavored, crisp berry. Attractive shrub

REKA, Early season variety bred in New Zealand, fast growing & adaptable, more tolerant to wetter/heavy soils. Its winter hardiness is rated equivalent to Bluecrop.
GRAPES: Vitaceae
CONCORD (seedless) midseason, oldest cultivated American grape. Most common used for juice or jelly. Dark blue

DELEWARE: Pale red to pink when ripe.  Tender and juicy sweet flesh.  Ripens earlier than Concord.

RASPBERRIES: D 
BOYNE: Hardiest Mid-season, red berry. Vigorous good cropper with heavy canes.   

FALL GOLD: . Everbearing yellow raspberry is an exotic wild berry from Korea.  Bears conical, non-crumbling, extremely sweet golden berries.  Canes are vigorous and adapt well to many soil types.  Zones 4-8.
HERITAGE: Fall crop heritage breed (standard for many years of high quality & production) Good color, size & flavor.  Zones 3-8. Fruit is good for jam, freezer or fresh. 

NOVA: Vigorous, high yielding with bright red fruit.  Cane is nearly spineless in floricane and resistant to most cane diseases.  Primocane bears a small fall crop later than Heritage.Zones 3-8.

CURRANTS, BLACK:
CRANDALL: A native American fruit with large fragrant yellow flowers followed by large, dark red, juicy berries. Make flavorful jam, jelly, syrup or spread.  Immune to White Pine Blister Rust and Cane Blight.

MESABI: Mid-season winner: high yield of large red all the way through berries with excellent flavor. Very winter hardy. Disease & root rot resistant.  Zone 3-8

EARLIGROW: Early Wonderful flavor, tough skin, firm flesh, med.size. Excellent for fresh eating or freezing due to sweetness

TRIBUTE: Everbearing July Thru Oct.  High yielding & disease resistant, good for home gardners. Firm & flavorful good eating without sugar. 

ASPARAGUS:

JERSEY KNIGHT:, highly productive, all male hybrid (no seeds) Fusarium tolerant and rust resistant.
